What’s up in IT World?

December 2025 was defined by a massive shift in artificial intelligence from
chatbots to autonomous "Agentic Al", high-profile Al-driven market disruptions
(such as Anthropic’s COBOL tool dropping IBM's stock by over 10%), and a surge
in global supply chain cyberattacks.

Artificial Intelligence

The Agentic Al Shift: The industry shifted its focus from conversational chatbots
to Agentic Al—systems capable of executing complex, multi-step actions
autonomously.

COBOL Disruptions: Anthropic launched an Al tool designed to analyze and
modernize legacy COBOL codebases. The news spooked investors, driving IBM's
stock down by over 10% in one of its worst single-day drops in 25 years.

Industry Investments: Disney announced a $1 billion investment in OpenAl and
licensed character IP to OpenAl's video tool, Sora.

Cybersecurity

Major Supply Chain Attacks: Global enterprises grappled with Zero Trust hurdles
and supply chain breaches, including notable incidents impacting London councils
and major retailers across the globe.

State-Linked Campaigns: Security researchers tracked a surge in sophisticated
attacks, including Chinese state-linked groups actively exploiting the React2Shell
vulnerability across millions of websites.

DDoS Disruptions: France's postal and banking services suffered a major,
disruptive DDoS attack right before the Christmas holidays.

Cloud, Enterprise & Infrastructure

Al Factory Labs: HPE and Nvidia launched the first European Al factory lab in
France, accelerating sovereign Al adoption.

Business Automation: Zoho launched enterprise billing and spend management for
the US market, deepening integration with its Zia LLM to improve operational trust.
